The Concluding Paragraph

The conclusion is the last paragraph of the essay. It does three things:

· It signals the end of the essay,

· It summarizes the main points, and 

· It leaves the reader with the writer’s final thoughts on the subject.

Usually the concluding paragraph has two parts, the general statements and the final thoughts. The first part summarizes the main points or repeats the thesis statement in different words. It may begin with in brief, in short, in conclusion, or indeed.

The second part you may write your opinion, make a judgment, or give a recommendation. However, do not add any new information or a dissenting veiwpoint here—just finish cleanly.

1. Thesis: Personal computers have especaiily revolutionized communication and business practices in the past twenty years. 

Conclusion: In brief, the computer age has arrived, and it is very much changed our lives. Computers have made communicating and doing business faster and more convenient, and they have greatly increased our acces to information.
