This is because it is difficult for them to breathe in the deep sea, so they come to shallows. (-
Moreover, there are few natural enemies and a lot of food in the shallows. The weak
mammals stay for some time and go back to the sea when they get well. However, some of the
weak mammals run ashore by mistakes, and of cause, some of them die without going back to
the sea. The dead bodies are washed ashore and called stranding animals by us.

Second, one opinion is that the stranding mammals strand because parasitic worms are

in the mammals' ears. There are organs of balance in the ears. .tlxe sense of balance is very

important for animals which live in the water to swim. However, the organs come not to work
well by parasitic worms, so the mammals lost their sense of balance. This is likely opinion as
a part of the reasons, I think. Actually in the ears of some of dolphins and porpoises a lot of

parasitic worms are found. (__>

Third, some people say that stranding is caused by the magnetism in some areas. [ heard
the abnormal magnetism make animals lose their bearings. I don't know about the magnetism
well, but I think it is related to the sense of direction migratory birds have. The mammals
which live in the sea also have such sense like this. In case of migratory birds, a few of them
lose their sense of direction and fly to another place they don't know. They are called "stray
birds." That is similar to this, so it is a likely opinion too.

Moreover, there is an extreme opinion: the mammals which live in the sea kill
themselves. Why? The reason is that the human race make the sea dirty, so the mammals feel

very sad. How do you think about this opinion? I don't believe it. I think animals don't kill

themselves because of such reason. Animals are stronger than we humans think. They think

they want to live as well as we think because they live just now.
