a) Semi-colon is similar to period, but weaker

b) Colon is used for lists, to explain more

c) Parentheses are like a blanket (wrap around the “inside”)

5. I often eat watermelon. Furthermore, I often eat pineapple.  (period)

7. I often eat watermelon. In addition, I often eat pineapple.  (period)
