2. Punctuation, Lesson 3

a) Quotation marks have at least a couple purposes—to mark conversation and for emphasis. Today we’ll look at the marking function.  

(a)  He said, “My favorite author is Haruki Murakami.”




(b)  “That’s a wonderful idea,” she said.


(c)  “I want to visit Paris,” she said, “to see the beautiful art in the Louvre Museum.”

3. Your next paper will be about some aspect of Contemporary Japan. For example, you might write about cell phones, English education, otaku culture, politics, Mr. Fukuda, North Korea, health food, dieting, fashion, bullying, suicide, the drinking age, …  In other words, any part of Japan is fine. Let’s make an outline today.   

4. As promised, let’s talk about your title page. 

A. Your title page should include five things: the title, your name, Mr. Elwood, English 3C, and the date. Let’s check an example called ‘A Beautiful Japan’ through Ecology. 
B. Making your title page…
1) First, type those five things with no indentation; I’d like the title in 16-point font and everything else in 12-point.

2) Next, select the five things on the first page (title, name, etc.)

3) Simply hit Control + E to center those five (you could also use the tool bar icon) 
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4) Next, add a page break: go to Insert (挿入), then Break (改ページ), then Page Break (改ページ)

5) Finally, begin typing on the second page. 

5. In our remaining time, you may work on your Contemporary Japan paper. Please note you should include the source of any outside information that you use (see the REFERENCES CITED section in the example paper).
