2. Present perfect aspect

a) Three purposes: to show that there was an experience (したことがある), to show something that happened or began in the past and continues to influence the present, and to show change.

b) Experience: 

I have visited New York three times. 

We have never gone to Hawaii.

c) Past ( present: 

I have lived in Japan for 16 years.  (I still do and the influence continues.) 

I’ve already eaten. (Thus, I am still full and don’t want to eat more.)

I haven’t eaten yet. (Thus, I am hungry now.)

I have played piano since I was in elementary school. (and I still play)

d) Change (recently)

Recently many children in Japan have had less interest in science. 

The number of people that travel abroad has decreased since the end of the bubble era in Japan. 

Cases of violent crime have become more common over the last 10 years in Japan.
