g) Question grammar—for some reason, many people used incorrect questions…
Why Japan has this problem? ( Why does Japan … ?

Why this problem continues? ( Why does this problem … ?

What Japan should do? ( Why should Japan do?

Think about this, people… would you say, “How you are?”? Of course not. 

How you are? ( How are you? 

*Note that when used as a nominal phrase, the form is different:

I don’t know what Japan should do. 

It is not clear why Japan has this problem.
