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In this paper, the benefits of living in the city are described. In the city, public transportation system is so developed that we can easily go anywhere we want to. Furthermore, there are many opportunities for work, and the working conditions and the monthly salary are better than in the country. We can also breathe clean air if we want to. Considering these benefits, we came to the conclusion that living in the city is better than living in the country. 

Today, about 100 million people are living in the city (Sekai, 2004), and it has reached nearly 80 percent of the population in Japan. Why are such a large number of people living in the city? Through comparing the statistics of Tokyo, which has the biggest population in Japan, and Tottori prefecture, which has the smallest population in Japan, and my experience of the country life, we’re going to think about the goodness of city life and show that living in the city is better than living in the country. 

First, the means of transportation in the city are widely developed and it is easy to go to the places where we want to. When I was living in the country, it was essential to use a care to go even shopping or to the station. It’s true that there were trains or buses. However, they were not so convenient and the fares were so high that I wouldn’t feel like using them. On the other hand, the city’s transportation network is developed and there are a lot of stations and bus stops. Therefore, people in the city don’t necessarily need to use a car. For instance, Tokyo has 734 stations and on the other hand, Tottori has only 74 stations (Osaka, n.d.), and there are 1066 bus stops in Tokyo (NEC, n.d.). Thus, people in the city can take trains or buses easily to go somewhere. If many people use public transportation, it will contribute to protecting the environment. It’s also possible for them to use a car or a bike. It means that people in the city can choose from a large variety of transportation options. 

In the city, there are more opportunities for work and the working conditions are better than the country. According to data from the Statistics Bureau in 2005, the average monthly salary of …
