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Example 1

In consequence, we should change how we dispose of garbage for three reasons. The resources in the earth that we use now are not infinite, and there is the possibility of dioxin and carbon dioxide being emitted when we burn garbage. In addition, space for dumping garbage is almost full, so that is not a long-term option. Before the resources disappear, our landfills fill up with garbage, and we pollute our Earth, we must address the problem of garbage disposal. This is not only for the earth but also for human beings.

Example 2
