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Have you ever raised up plants? I think that most people have the experience. When we raise up plants, we often use agrichemicals; insecticides, fertilizers. By the way, do you know how to raise up farm products? Of course, Agriculturists use them too. Therefore, agrichemicals are used a lot every year. And those chemicals destroy our planet’s nature. We shouldn’t overlook this condition. I’ll state why we shouldn’t use agrichemicals in this paper.

First, agrichemicals are bad not only for environment but also for our health directly. We often eat fruits with peels. If the fruit was coated agrichemicals, that means we eat agrichemicals, too. Of course we wash fruits before eating, but can you guarantee that you wash out chemicals completely? Probably you can’t. Moreover, the chemical which we eat something with are surely very little, but those chemicals are often stored in your body. Defoliant in the Vietnam War is good example. Every documents of the war show us agrichemicals are bad for our health (Wikipedia 2006). 

Second, functions of chemicals continue for a long time. When a farmer harvests his products, of course the function is not removed. It stays on for a long time and gives bad influences on soils. At worst, because of polluted soils, anyone cannot raise good products there. In addition, that means torturing wildlife symbiosis with humans.

Third, Can’t we live without agrichemicals? The answer is NO! In fact, our Japanese ancestor would make organic insecticides. One of those are made from red pepper, garlic, ginger, leek, yomogi, tea leaves, vinegar, crushed coffee beans, alcohol, and milk(NTV 2006). Like this, we may be able to preserve products by devices with natural things. Now, we should reflect agricultural traditional techniques again.


Someone may insist on agrichemicals’ profits; advancement in crops, few insect damage. Surely, they give us many profits, but these profits are only for humans. As the aforesaid remark, those profits are extremely bad for wildlife. Toki (Japanese native beautiful birds) are also victim of agrichemicals. Do you want to continue to kill friends for your happiness?


After all, agrichemicals’ effects resemble toxins’ that closely, so we won’t find great profit of agrichemicals. At the present moment, we should not use agrichemicals for saving our mother planet. In addition, we mustn’t forget that we are borrowing her land. Land mustn’t be owned by anyone. Because of this, we have duty to return land as is to her. Shall we perform the duty?
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
