1. Good afternoon, everyone. First, please hand in your group persuasive paper and give one copy to the “other side people.” If your paper is a computer file, make sure that I receive a copy and that the other side people also receive a copy. 
2. Next, you and your partner need to write a rebuttal of the other paper (by the “other side” people). The due date for your rebuttal is Friday, February 5. 
3. What’s next? You have several tasks before our class is finished…
A. 20-minute office visit with a friend (i.e., pairs) or alone—this is your choice. 

1) You will send me a polite e-mail to schedule your appointment with me.

2) In general, from 9am to 7pm would be fine. I allow 20 minutes per meeting, so 9:00, 9:20, 9:40, 10:00, and so on. Note: please don’t ask for 2:15, 2:30, or 2:45…
3) When you visit my office, you should do so politely in English.

4) The office visit has two purposes: to look at all of your papers from our writing class, and to talk with me. Of course, you may ask questions, just chat, ask for advice, and so forth.

5) Bring all of your papers, please (introduction, name, contemporary Japan, summer, cause & effect, persuasive, and reflection paper).  I will return your group persuasive paper when you visit my office.

B. What is this reflection paper? Of course, it’s a short paper (no title page) in which you reflect on our English class, your writing, and anything else that comes to mind. Let’s look at a couple examples.
